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We want to thank those of you who responded to the survey in early January concerning a proposed expenditure requirements for Title I schools in the Senate Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) reauthorization bill. The bill would require districts' per-pupil expenditures in each Title I school (including personnel and non-personnel expenditures) to be at least equal to the average per-pupil expenditure in all of the district's non-Title I schools - referred to as the "comparability" requirement (you can read the proposed language here). Your information is critical in helping NSBA advocate for the most workable comparability provision for your school district.
 
As always we want to have a broad-based response rate so we can identify to the Senate the challenges facing school districts in meeting the proposed requirement and the changes needed to be made. Your feedback will help shape the direction of this federal policy in the long run. 
If you have not responded to the survey, please do so by Monday, February 13.
